Williamsburgis the heart of Colonial Vir-
ginia, a city of about 12,000 people that
was the capital of the British colony of
Virginia from 1699 to 1780. At the time
Virginia was England's oldest and rich-
est colony, particularly thanks to the
tobacco plantations that had sprung
up. Williamsburg itself is a pretty town
setamong in rolling verdant terrain and
its downtown core features the Colonial
Williamsburg Historic Area which recreates
18" century Williamsburg,



The idea for this area originated with Reverend Dr.
Goodwin of Williamsburgs Bruton Parish Church who
was concerned about the survival of Colonial-era build-
ings and approached billionaire John Dr. Rockefeller Jr.
in 1924 to initiate the recreation and restoration of
Colonial Williamsburg. Many of the colonial structures
that had been torn down earlier were recreated, in-
cluding the Governors Palace and the Capitol Building.
Other important historic buildings include the Bruton
Parish Church and the Raleigh Tavern.

Historic Area
The Historic Area of Colonial Williamsburg
stretches over 301 acres, and includes 83

original 18th-century structures. Hundreds of ( :OLON IAL
houses, shops and public outbuildings are re-
constructed on their ariginal foundations. Some
buildings are open to the public, while others WILLIAMSBURG

are private residences and administrative of-
fices. A flag at a building's entrance indicates

that the site is open.

R. Charlton’s Coffeehouse
In Novernber 2009, R. Charlton's Coffeehouse
became the newest reconstructed
building on Duke of Gloucester Street
in 50 years. An authentic 18th-century
coffeehouse, this exhibition building is
now open to ticketed guests.
R. Charlton's Coffeehouse is located
==& justacross from the Capitol.

Political sites

Mere brick and mortar contained the combustion of ideas
that were catalyst to the American Revolution. The opulent
Governor's Palace was the embodiment of British order
in the colonies. The Capitol was witness ta the vote for
America's move to independence. The Raleigh Tavern's
neutral setting encouraged free debate. The Magazine
held the colony's guns and ammunition, standing as a
literal symbol of self-reliance.
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Great Hopes Plantation

Experience 18th-century rural farming on a Virginia
plantation. See African American slave life interpreted
through interactive programs and demonstrations.

Gardens

Plants and blooms authentic
to Virginia in the 18th century
unfurl with the seasons in
Historic Area gardens. Take a
walking tour of gardens both
decorative and functional.

Dining
In the 18th century, Williamsburg's taverns provided
comfortable lodgings for travelers as well as serving as
places to gather for meals, conversation, and enter-
tainment. Proprietors prided themselves on serving
filling meals using the freshest ingredients. Today,
Colonial Williamsburg's historic dining taverns carry
on these traditions by providing a relaxed and com-
fortable setting for diners to experience some of the
flavar of the 18th century—through atmosphere,
entertainments, and food.

Nation Builders
Don't just walk the same streets

as Thomas Jefferson, George
Washington, and Patrick Henry—
walk alongside them. Costumed
interpreters undertake years of
study torender the founding fathers in
first person every day. See them
in Revolutionary City's street-
theater scenes, or ask your ques-
tions during "Conversation With a
Founding Father" programs.
Alongside these giants of Ameri-
can history, meet people whose
faces you won't find on coins or
bills. The everyday people you'll
encounter in the Historic Area
made contributions as momentous
as the founding fathers'. Without
money, title, property or power,
many remarkable individuals
influenced the course of America's
experiment in self-governance.
Meet these preachers, servants,
farmers, and craftsmen and hear
their stories.
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Historic Trades Shops

Practicing tradesmen make Colonial Williamsburg
a living town, ringing with clanging hammers
and tinged with the smoke of industry. Visit the
blacksmith, see what the saddler is working on,
smell what's cooking in the kitchens, and more.
Twenty trades are practiced with 18th-century

methods and tools.

Rare Breeds

Hoofs and horns have as large a role in making the
Historic Area authentic as human hands. The
rare breeds program populates Williamsburg's
pastures and pens with animals that would
have been here 200 vears ago: the sheep, cows,
horses, oxen, chickens and fowls that scratched
the dirt and loped the lanes. See them throughout
the town.

Coffee social club

A coffeehouse, coffee shop, or café) plays a
large role in much of history and literature.
Coffee in culture ar trade is a central theme
and prominently referenced in much poetry,
fiction, and regional history.

The Elephant House, a coffee houses in
Edinburgh made famous as the place of
inspiration to writers such as lan Rankin,
author of Rebus novels, and the creator of
Harry Potter, J.K. Rowling who sat in the
back room overlooking Edinburgh Castle.

Daily Mail writer Philip Nolan stated that
coffee culture in Ireland is largely accredited
to American television shows Friends; gang
in Central Park drinking coffee instead of
alcohol and Frasier; Frasier and Niles having
latte and biscottiin the (Café) Nervosa.

The international coffeehouse chain, Starbucks
began selling quality coffee beans in Seattle
in 1971, and now has over 16,700 stores in
over 55 countries worldwide. Although, not
so in Australia.

Australia is unlike other Asian countries,
boasts of a traditionally strong coffee
culture started by European immigrants in
the form of local cafés. Starbucks to replicate
the US model in Australia is indicative of
very specific expectations of consumers.

A kilo of coffee costs $25 to $28 (700 to
900 baht) and that makes about 130 cups with
the cost of milk, labour and other overheads,
your $3 or $3.50 cafe latté costs just 30 cents
to make.

The first reference to 'coffee’.
At fi rst, the Arabians made wine from the pulp
of the fermented coffee berries. Coffee was also
imported to Italy from the Ottoman Empire
(Turkish). Venetian merchants introduced coffee
-drinking to the wealthy in Venice, charging
them for the beverage. In this way, coffee was
introduced to Europe. The first coffeehouse
in England was set up in Oxford in 1650 the
building now known as ‘The Grand Cafe’. Oxford's
Queen'’s Lane Coffee House, established in 1654,
is still in existence today.

In the 19th and early 20th centuries, Brazil was
the biggest producer of coffee. However, a palicy
of maintaining high prices soon opened opportunities
to other nations, such as Colombia, Guatemala,
Nicaragua, Indonesia and Vietnam which now
second major coffee producer in the world. Nearly
all of the coffee grown there is Robusta.
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Bean varieties.

While there are several different coffee spe-
cies, two main species of coffee are cultivated
today. Coffea Arabica known as Arabica coffee,
accounts for 75-80 percent of the world's
production. Originally indigenous to themountains
of Yemen. Coffea canephora, known as Robusta
coffee, accounts for about 20 percent and differs
from the Arabica coffees in terms of taste. It is
mostly grown in Southeast Asia.

Blue Mountain Arabica is grown in Blue Mountains
region of Jamaica. Also grown in Kenya, Hawaii,
and Papua New Guinea. A natural mutation of
Typica. The best lots of Blue Mountain coffee are
mild fl avour and lack of bitterness

Ethiopian Harar Arabica are grown Ethiopia.
Known for its complex, fruity fl avour that
resembles a dry red wine. Ethiopian coffees
command a premium price in foreign markets.

Colombian Arabica from Colombia. It has been
recognized worldwide as having high quality and
distinctive taste, heavy in body and intensely
aromatic. Java Arabica, is a coffee produced on
the island of Java, in Indonesia. This coffee was
once so widely traded that ‘java’ became a

slang term for coffee.

Mocha Arabica from Yemen, not to be confused
with the preparation style (coffee with chocolate).

What's in the cup?

Espresso: Brewed by forcing hot water under
pressure through fi nely ground coffee beans.
The term ‘espresso’ is derived from the lItalian
word for express since espresso is made for and
served immediately to the customer.

Café Latte: Coffee with milk (latte )

Café mocha: American invention and a variant of
a caffe latte mixed with chocolate.

Cappuccino:'small cap'is essentially a very small
café latté. 1/3 espresso, which is topped up with
with 50% steamed milk and 50% milk foam/froth.

Caffé macchiato: is an espresso with a spoonful
of milk added to stain the coffee.
